PROJECT CONDITIONS

Field Measurements: Verify actual locations of toilet fixtures, walls, columns, ceilings,
and other construction contiguous with toilet Compartments by field measurements
before fabrication,

PART 2 - PRODUCTS

2.1 MATERIALS

A.  Stainless-Steel Sheet: ASTM A 666, Type 304, stretcher-leveled standard of flatness.

B. Stainless-Steg| Castings: ASTM A 743/A 743M.

C. Toilet partitions:  Solig Color Reinforced Composite material, which is composed of
dyes, organic fibrous Mmaterial, and polycarbonate/phenolic resins. Material shall have
@ non-ghosting, graffiti resistant surface integrally bonded to core through a series of
Manufacturing steps requiring thermal and mechanical pressure. Edges of material
shall be the same color as the surface.

2.2 COMPARTMENTS

A.  Subject to compliance with the Material performance requirements, solig surface
manufactured toijet partition systems or Mmanufactured using the solid surface materials
stated below will be acceptable

B. Toilet partitions constructed of High Density Polyethylene (HDPE) or High Density
Polypropylene will not be acceptable.

D. Toilet-Enclosure Style: Overhead braced.

E. Urinal-Screen Style: Wal| hung.

F.  Door, Pane and Pilaster Construction Solid panel material, with stiles ang doors not
less than 3/4 inch thick Panels not less than Y2 inch thick seamless, with easeq edges
and with homogenous color and pattern throughout thickness of material
1 Color and Pattern One color and pattern in each room as selected by Architect

2.3 ACCESSORIES

A. Hardware and_Accessories: Manufacturer's standard design, heavy-duty operating
hardware and accessories.
1. Material: Stainless steel.

B. Latch:

1. Sliding door Iatch shall be 14-gauge and shall slide on nylon track.

2.  Sliding door latch shall require less than 5-Ib force to operate. Twisting latch
operation will not acceptable.

3. Latch track shall be attached to door by machine screws into factory installed
threaded brass inserts.

4. Threaded brass inserts shall be factory installed for door hinge and latch
connections and shall withstand a direct pull exceeding 1,500 Ibs. per insert.

5. Through-bolted, stainless steel, pin-in-head Torx sex bolt fasteners shall be used

* at latch keeper-tostile connections and shall withstand direct pull force exceeding

1,500 Ibs. per fastener

C. Hinges:

1. Hinge shall be 16-gauge (1.6mm) continuous piano-hinge.

2.  All doors shall be equipped with self-closing hinge.

3.  Continuous piano-hinge shall be attached to door and stile by theft-resistant, pin-
in-head Torx stainless steel machine screws into factory installed, threaded brass
inserts

4.  Fasteners secured directly into the core are not acceptable.

5.  Door shall be furnished with two 11-gauge (3mm) stainless steel door stop plates
with attached rubber bumpers to resist door from being kicked in/out beyond
stile.

6. Door stops and hinges shall be secured with stainless steel, pin-in-head Torx .
machine screws into threaded brass inserts.

7.  Threaded brass inserts shall withstand a direct pull force exceeding 1,500 lbs per
insert.

D. Clothes Hook:
1.  Clothes Hook shall be constructed of stainless steel and- shall prolect no more
than 1-1/8" (29mm) from face of door.
2.  Clothes hook shall be secured by to door by through-bolted, theft-resistant, pin-
in-head Torx stainless steel screws. Through-bolted fasteners shall withstand a
direct pull force exceeding 1,500 Ibs. per fastener.

E. Mounting Brackets: ‘

1. Through-bolted, stainless steel, pin-in-head Torx sex bolt fasteners shall be used

for panel-to-stile connections.
2. Mounting brackets shall be 18-gauge (1 2mm) stainless steel and extend full
- height of panel.

U-channels shall be furnished to secure panels to stiles.
Angle brackets shall be furnished to secure stiles-to-walls and panels-to-walls.
Fasteners at locations connecting panels-to-stiles shall utilize through-bolted,
stainless steel, pin-in- head Torx sex bolt fasteners. Through-bolted fasteners
shall withstand direct pull force exceeding 1,500 Ibs. per fastener.

6.  Wall mounted urinal screen brackets shall be 11 gauge (3mm) double thickness.

F.  Leveling Device shall be 7-gauge, 3/16" (5mm) hot rolled steel bar; chromate-treated
and zinc-plated; throughbolted to base of solid color reinforced composite stile.

G. - Stile Shoe shall be one-piece, 4" (102mm) high, type-304, 22-gauge (0.8mm) stainless
steel with satin-finish. Top shall have 90° return to stile. Shoe will be composed of
one-piece of stainless steel and capable of being fastened (by clip) to stiles starting at
wall line.

H.  Headrail (Overhead-Braced) shall be satin-finish, extruded anodized alumlnum (.065"/
1.65mm thick) with antlgnp profile.

I Anchorages and Fasteners: Manufacturer's standard exposed fasteners of stainless
steel or chrome-plated steel or brass, finished to match the items they are securing,
with theft-resistant-type heads. Provide sex-type bolts for through-bolt applications.
For concealed anchors, use stainless steel, hot-dip galvanized steel, or other rust-
resistant, protective-coated steel. 4

24 FABRICATION

A.  Overhead-Braced Units: Provide manufacturer's standard corrosion-resistant supports,
leveling mechanism, and anchors at pilasters to suit floor conditions. Provide shoes at
pilasters to conceal supports and leveling mechanism.

B. Door Size and Swings: Unless otherwise indicated, provide 24-inch- wide, in-swinging
doors for standard toilet compartments and 36-inch- wide, out-swinging doors with a
minimum 32-inch- wide, clear opening for compartments designated as accessible.

PART 3 - EXECUTION
3.1 INSTALLATION

A. General: Comply with manufacturer's written installation instructions. Install units rigid,
straight, level, and plumb. Secure units in posmon with manufacturer's recommended
anchoring devices. .

1.  Maximum Clearances:
a. Pilasters and Panels: 1/2 inch.
b.  Panels and Walls: 1 inch.

B. Overhead-Braced Units: Secure pilasters to floor and level, plumb, and tighten. Set
pilasters with anchors penetrating not less than 1-3/4 inches into structural floor unless
otherwise indicated in manufacturer's written instructions. Secure continuous head rail
to each pilaster with no fewer than two fasteners. Hang doors to align tops of doors
with tops of panels, and adjust so tops of doors are parallel with overhead brace when
doors are in closed position.

C. Urinal Screens: Attach with anchoring devices to suit supporting structure. Set units
level and plumb, rigid, and secured to resist lateral impact.

3.2 ADJUSTING
A. Hardware Adjustment: Adjust and lubricate hardware according to hardware
manufacturer's written instructions for proper operation. Set-hinges on in-swinging
doors to hold doors open approximately 30 degrees from closed position when
unlatched. Set hinges on out-swinging doors to return doors to fully closed position.
